The Clerk advised that Warwickshire County Council is looking for a Snow Warden from each village.  Cllr Wilkinson volunteered for this role and will liaise with the County Council, through the Clerk, regarding topping up Grit Bins and another other snow related problems in Ufton.

5.  Minutes of meeting on 2nd November 2010 – the Minutes were confirmed as a true record and signed by the Chairman.  All agreed
6.  Matters arising:
6.1 Fly Tipping:  The Clerk reported that Stratford District Council has advised that the fly-tipper, who was spotted in September, has paid the financial penalty of £175.00 to avoid going to Court.   SDC’s Press Office is planning to send out a press release to publicise this still further, in the hope of deterring further episodes of this kind of anti-social behaviour.

6.2 Speeding: Cllr Burrows advised that six people have now volunteered to be trained in the use of speed guns.  Forms have to be completed by each individual and returned to the Police, who will then contact Cllr Burrows to arrange dates for training.
6.3  Ufton Fields Lane – Cllr Crowther distributed a map of Ufton Lane Fields and suggested that a ‘No Entry Sign for Cars/Motorcycles’ be placed at the two bends.  Action Cllr Crowther to check the possibility of this with Highways.  Clerk to chase ‘gated’ road idea with WCC.
6.4  Smell from Biffa Site – Cllr Tayler had spoken to the Site Manager to ask for the cause of the smell in Ufton on and around 18th November 2010.  This had been identified as some patches of compost which were too damp.  The offending material was removed and the smell subsided.  Biffa have put deodorising material in the vicinity and are monitoring the situation.

8  Precept 2011-12 – the budget for the forthcoming year was discussed and it was felt that the Precept should not be reduced.  A final decision will be taken at the January meeting. 
9  Review of Public Participation Session – this was discussed as the Public Participation Session has recently taken longer than the actual Parish Council Meeting.  It was agreed that this Session will not last longer than 30 minutes, with each Parishioner being allocated up to 5 minutes to speak.  When the Public Participation Session is over, there may be rare occasions when members of the public are invited to speak, at the Chairman’s discretion.
10  Meet and Greet – Cllr Egging volunteered to ‘Meet and Greet’ new residents of the village.  While most information can now be found on the website, the Welcome Pack will be reviewed and updated if necessary.  
11  Community Development Fund opportunity - Cllr Stevens had advised that each County Councillor has been allocated a sum of money for a single project in their Ward.  Cllr Crowther suggested Ufton might apply for this to fund the installation of steps and a rail on the pathway from the Church to the Pub.  Action Cllr Crowther to request quotes for this work and liaise with the Clerk for submission of the grant application. 
12  Feedback from Chairman’s Seminar – Cllrs Crowther and Burrows found this course to be excellent.  Cllr Crowther distributed a list of some of the documents about which they had been unaware.  Action Cllr Tayler and the Clerk to review the ‘live’ documents and look at any further documents which may be required.
13  Dates for next year’s meetings – these were agreed and additionally it was agreed that Meetings will commence at 8.00 pm with effect from 4th January 2011.
