MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON 3rd JULY 2012

4   Open Session

4.1 Public Participation  - The Photographic competition was discussed. Concerns were voiced around the smell coming from the IVC site. A Parishioner provided a list of times and dates. Odour control equipment had been set up at the landfill site following discussion between Cllr Tayler and the Site Manager from Ufton Landfill. The wind direction and recent rain appear to have been factors causing the problem. It was resolved to leave discussion between Cllr Tayler and the Site Manager and review at September meeting.
4.2 WCC/SDC Representatives’ Reports – we were advised that the electoral register was being updated sooner than normal due to the autumn elections. It was resolved to remind parishioners in the Ufton News.  
Stonebridge Lane will be closed for resurfacing on the 16th July for 2 days.
Wood Farm planning application was still pending as was the application for the Polo ground.

A review is currently being carried out on Adult Social care.  Pressure on the system with people living longer has prompted a review between the NHS and Social services.
Forthcoming elections for the Police were discussed.

We were advised that the Parish Council will be invited to a Community forum in the autumn regarding planning.

6   Matters arising:


6.1 Traffic in Ufton Fields – the results of the speed monitoring on the Southam      
road – recorded 39 vehicles – 39% of which were exceeding the speed limit of 30mph.  
Collated information to be passed onto the Police for action. Further survey to be  
undertaken.  There were no figures available for the survey on Ufton Fields.
     6.2 Housing needs survey – deadline has passed no results received – Clerk

     6.3 Neighbourhood Watch – Cllr Crowther is collating information liaising with the  
PCSOs he will report back at the September meeting

6.4 HS2 – Cllr Baldwin attended a forum, in June, for HS2 he advised the 
Parish Council that there were 14 groups represented and the HS2 management team 
were present.  They are now a team of 250 staff. A team 
of specialists have also 
been appointed to investigate the route i.e. 
Environmental, soil, traffic, property, noise 
etc.  The programme is running behind schedule.  The government are finding it 
difficult to fund the project and the cost to Local Councils is also raising issues. Local 
groups outlined their concerns regarding noise, infrastructure. HS2 were taking 
the 
points on board and reporting back at the next meeting which is on the 12th 
September.
     6.5 EON Street Lighting – Parish Council were provided with a spreadsheet from 
Eon around the cost savings for turning off the street lights between the hours of 
midnight and 5am.  The savings for electricity costs were £243 per year. Clerk to find 
out the costs of instigating the change.
     6.6 Broadband – Ufton are served poorly with Broadband speed. A discussion was 
held as the reasons why and Cllr Baldwin will investigate solutions and report back to 
the next meeting.
     6.7 Update on grass cutting and pot holes in Broad Close – Clerk advised that 
Orbit housing were informed several weeks ago about the issue of the grass and the 
potholes.  Orbit were chased again to find that the call centre had advised the 
incorrect department – Clerk is chasing 
     6.8 Update on repair on drain cover outside church gates – Highways have 
agreed to review and repair the area – Clerk to chase outcome and also to report an 
overgrown hedge over the footpath near to the Pub and above the access to Wood 
Farm and overgrown nettles on the narrow verge opposite 3 Stone cottages.
