4.1 Public Participation 

Concern was raised about the removal of the dog bin at the nature reserve. Comments were also received about the amount of rubbish in this area but also around the parish.  It was resolved that a notice should be placed in the newsletter raising concerns about rubbish being left and also the increasing amount of dog waste in all areas of the parish.

During the recent road closures, it was felt that road signage was poor and as a result local business had suffered and traffic had diverted along Ufton Fields.  A discussion was held around the pending expansion at Co-Masters it was felt that as the expansion affected the site in Birmingham it was not have a detrimental effect on the parish.
A request was made for the road signs on the A425 to be replaced.  Cllr. Stevens to advise the Parish council regarding progress.
4.2 WCC/SDC Representatives’ Reports
As a result of the concerns raised by the public around the recent road closures Cllr Stevens confirmed the rational behind the diversions and feedback the concerns from around the region.  Lorries were not using the diversions as directed and complaints were being received.  It was resolved for the Clerk to write to Warwickshire County Council to request future consultation, with the Parish Council, whilst planning any diversions, prior to implementation, to ensure all considerations are made.
The Core Strategy for the County is progressing – nothing to report at this stage. Cllr Spencer will establish how Ufton can have an impact on the development of the strategy.
