Gypsy site consultation. Nothing new to report

Broadband update. Cllr. Baldwin found the lack of progress very frustrating and had nothing further to report.

HS2 Update. A consultation meeting had been held at Ladbroke on 11th September and the Report was awaited. It was reported that compulsory purchases of houses blighted by the proposed HS2 route had already occurred in Burton Green and Stoneleigh village. Two local meetings were scheduled to take place in Offchurch Village Hall on 18th October and The Graham Adams Centre in Southam on 26th October.

Planning Matters
Cllr. Baldwin reported that SDC had granted permission for Application 13/01762/FUL Part demolition of existing dwelling and erection of new bungalow to side.

Land known as Donkey Field (Land adjacent to The White Hart Public House)
In Cllr. Tayler’s absence Cllr. Baldwin had received an email from him with the following Proposal “As the tenant Mr. Read had undertaken a legal process in relation to the land and had verbally agreed to let the Parish Council know its outcome it would not be useful for councillors to spend time discussing the matter further”. Cllr. Sheepy seconded the proposal. Cllr. Baldwin invited comments from Members of the Public.

Mrs. Ingham wondered if the overflow Car Park area might be used for the common good of the village, whether by those attending church, those visiting residents or ramblers.  Mr. Read said he wished the whole area to be used for village benefit; indeed that had already happened when the Village Church Fete had been held at The White Hart earlier in the year. Cllr. Baldwin called for a vote and all members present were in favour of Cllr. Tayler’s proposal.

Finance
11.1 
Invoices. Cllr. Baldwin had received invoices from Mrs. Ingham relating to the Ufton News, but as he would not receive the relevant financial documents, cheque and paying-in books from Mike Crowther until later in the week he suggested that payment be held over until the next meeting; this was agreed.

Clerk’s Salary. As this related to work carried out for the 3 months to 31st August Cllr. Crowther suggested that Mike Crowther should be paid £444.14 as soon as the cheque book was received; this was agreed.

Cllr. Baldwin had received one application for the position of Parish Clerk, but after discussion with Cllr. Crowther it was felt that the ideal candidate should be one with experience in that particular role. Councilllors present agreed and the position will be re-advertised via WALC.
