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The role of the Parish Council in an emergency
The role of the Parish Council and the actions to be taken will differ according to the nature and severity of the emergency.

In a MAJOR EMERGENCY, the number and type of casualties will be high or at high risk, and a correspondingly high level of response is required. Examples might include a terrorist attack, plane crash, serious gas leak, etc. The probability of such events in Ufton is hopefully very low.

A MINOR EMERGENCY will be more localized to Ufton.

In both cases the first step is to call 999.
In the case of a MAJOR Emergency the Warwickshire Emergency Planning Unit (01926-412540) will become involved.

There are other possible risks which are particular to Ufton, some of which have been experienced from time to time; these are discussed on page 4.

THE ROLE OF THE PARISH COUNCIL 

Depending on the nature of the emergency some or all of these will be appropriate:
1. Provide local knowledge to emergency services

2. Provide an appropriate first response

3. Follow instructions given by the emergency service(s)

4. Convene a Parish emergency committee if necessary  

5. Communicate information/ instructions/ advice to our community

6. Ensure that any premises which may be needed are quickly made available

7. Pay particular attention to the safety of vulnerable people*

The actions will be triggered by the Chairman of the Parish Council or in his absence the Vice Chairman. The emergency committee (point 4 above) if set up will consist of available members of the Parish Council plus appropriate parishioners. 

(* the definition of vulnerable may be: those with a disability/ homebound/ elderly/ living alone. I don’t think it’s appropriate to define them unless an emergency arises). 

Risks particular to Ufton
1. A widespread and prolonged power outage

2. Ufton is isolated by snow


3. Ufton is isolated due to knock-on effects of e.g. flooding elsewhere in the area


4. Ufton is isolated due to major road difficulties (e.g. major incident, HS2 issues, transport strike)


5. A sudden life-threatening illness/ injury  (NB: dial 999 first!)

Actions we can take for such situations in Ufton 

These will depend on the situation but will include:

1. responding to the needs of more vulnerable members of the community (especially in cold weather or if utility failure), 

2. defining local first-aiders, where a response from a first-aider pending response
from paramedics could be valuable (see next page).

3. co-ordinating other resources e.g. our Village Hall, owners of 4WD vehicles etc. 


4. the Parish Council has purchased and installed a defibrillator, to be found on the external wall of the Village Hall. See the following section.

First Aid resources and Heart Attack
If you think you're witnessing a heart attack:
999 (or 112) MUST be called immediately
A defibrillator is installed outside the village hall. Its use is only for casualties    WHO ARE NOT BREATHING. Whether or not the casualty is breathing, every second counts. We stress again that

YOU MUST CALL THE AMBULANCE SERVICE ON 999 FIRST. 
They will respond urgently. If a defibrillator is required before an ambulance arrives, and you or a bystander is prepared to use it, the 999 call handler will give you the key code to access the unit. Its use is self-explanatory (it won't work, for example, if the casualty is breathing). 

It is also a good idea to seek help from nearby people – but remember: CALL 999 before you do anything else!!
